
Transforming India by empowering women

For years Indian society has subjected women to exploitation and oppression. 
About 65 percent of Indian women are illiterate—but as the “mothers” of the 
family they represent a significant force that has been neglected and unreached. 

For cultural reasons Indian women are largely inaccessible to male missionaries.

Equiping women to reach women
Our ministry partner has developed a training program called “Indian Women in the 
Lord’s Labour” (IWILL). The training centre in Hyderabad offers women three levels of 
training that prepares them to serve spiritual and physical needs in their villages. 

• Well-educated, mature women leaders from across India 
receive intensive, year-long instruction to become Master 
Trainers who then train grassroots women as Harvesters.
• Harvesters, women with high school education from 
rural areas, learn microenterprise skills so they can support 
themselves in ministry to their own communities.
• Harvesters establish self-help groups, which provide 
opportunity for Christian witness as they teach income-
generating skills such as agriculture, horticulture and dairy 
development to poor women. 
• A women’s center also helps socially oppressed, or 
distressed women to be rehabilitated, counseled and 
trained in productive skills.
