
Serving children in the jungles of Borneo 

Indonesia is the world’s largest Muslim nation, with more than 
170 million people following Islam. Kalimantan, formerly known as Borneo, is 
one of the largest of the 17,000 islands in the Indonesian archipelago. Most of the 

people of West Kalimantan are sawmill workers, factory hands, or manual laborers. The 
cost of living is high compared to the rest of Indonesia because almost everything is 
imported and there is little cultivation of crops. 

Christians offer villagers opportunity of education
Muslim families in Indonesia receive government assistance 
to support their children’s education. CNEC-Southeast 
Asia is helping those families who receive no government 
support—including Christian families. The Sponsor A 
Child program helps to support the education of needy 
children throughout West Kalimantan. Nearly 900 children 
in 36 scattered villages receive sponsorship. Many travel to 
school by boat.
• Sponsorship helps children stay in school and also 
provides an opportunity for many children to receive a 
complete education—first grade through high school—who 

otherwise may not have the opportunity.
• Sponsorship also provides an opportunity for the children to learn about Jesus. 

School-sponsored activities for families provide a way for Christian teachers to share 
the love of Christ with entire families. 

• As more and more families come to know Christ in each village, small fellowships 
are formed where Christians can worship the Lord together.
